 Ch 15:  Build a Food Web Activity 
As you have learned, a food web is a way to show relationships between organisms and how energy moves through a community. 

In this activity, you will be building a food web.  You have been provided with images of a number of organisms. 
Directions: 

1. Label neatly the top of your poster with “FOOD WEB” in marker

2. Cut out the icons from the paper provided – leave the names with it.

3. On the poster, organize the icons leaving much space before gluing them down. (save room for #6 below)
· You must use ALL of the icons – it is important to keep a community balanced.   Taking away one part of the food chain can change the rest of the web!

4. Draw lines showing the energy transfer relationships on your poster. Remember: The arrowhead should point AT the organism that is EATING the other organism.  THINK  “Is eaten by”
                                            You must have at least 12 food chains!
5. Along lines connecting two organisms, identify the relationship that exists between them:
