Plant and Animal Cell Organelles NOTES
1. cell membrane – give the cell shape, controls what moves in and out of the cell

2. nucleus – controls most  of the cell’s activities

3. nuclear membrane – allows materials to move into and out of the nucleus.

4. chromosomes – Hold DNA ; all cell info that will be passed on
5. cytoplasm – Liquid in the cell
6. nucleolus – makes ribosomes 

7. ribosomes – where proteins are made

8. mitochondria – produce energy 
9. vacuole – stores food, water, and minerals

10.  golgi – packages materials

11.  lysosome – breaks down materials (ONLY ANIMAL)

12. centrioles – help cell divide (ONLY ANIMAL)
13.  endoplasmic reticulum (ER) – transports materials in cell

14.  chloroplasts - trap energy for food making (PLANTS ONLY)
15.  cell wall – protects and supports the plant cell (PLANTS ONLY)
16.  cell fibers – gives structure inside the cell
